Orland Park Veterans Commissioner Tom Dubelbeis, a Vietnam Veteran. “We encourage 

everyone to bring their lawn chairs and blankets and enjoy a nice afternoon as we welcome 
everyone home.”  

In 2014, the Village of Orland Park was named a commemorative partner for the Vietnam 
War Commemoration planned by the United States Department of Defense. 

The department is observing the 50th anniversary of the Vietnam War during the 

commemorative period of 2015 to 2017. These events, held across the country, recognize, 

thank and honor Vietnam Veterans and their families. As a commemorative partner, the 

Village of Orland Park has held a number of Vietnam related events during the past two 

years among them hosting the Vietnam Moving Wall in 2015 and having the 
commemoration logo displayed on the village vehicle sticker.
