AN ORDINANCE GRANTING AN AMENDMENT TO A SPECIAL USE PERMIT - PRO-TYME 

BILLIARDS)

WHEREAS, an application seeking an amendment to a special use permit for certain real estate, as set 

forth below, has been filed with the Village Clerk of this Village and has been referred to the Plan 

Commission of this Village and has been processed in accordance with the Land Development Code of the 

Village of Orland Park, as amended; and

WHEREAS, the Plan Commission of this Village held a public hearing on August 22, 2006, on whether the 

requested amendment to a special use permit should be granted, at which time all persons present were 

afforded an opportunity to be heard; and

WHEREAS, a public notice, in the form required by law, was given of said public hearing by publication 

not more than 30 days nor less than 15 days prior to said hearing in the Orland Park Star and The Daily 

Southtown, newspapers of general circulation in this Village, there being no newspaper published in this 

Village; and

WHEREAS, the Plan Commission of this Village has filed with this President and Board of Trustees its 

report of findings and recommendation that the requested amended special use permit be granted, and this 

Board of Trustees has duly considered said report and findings and recommendation;

NOW THEREFORE, Be It Ordained by the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Orland 

Park, Cook and Will Counties, Illinois, as follows:

SECTION 1

The Plan Commission has made its report of findings and recommendation, and such findings are hereby 

adopted by reference as findings of this President and Board of Trustees as fully as if completely set forth at 

length herein.  All exhibits submitted at the aforesaid public hearing are also incorporated by reference into 

this Ordinance.  This President and Board of Trustees find that the proposed amendment to a special use is 

in the public good and in the best interests of the Village and its residents, is consistent with the 

Comprehensive Plan of the Village, and is consistent with and fosters the purposes and spirit of the Land 

Development Code of the Village of Orland Park, as set forth in Section 1-102 thereof.

SECTION 2

In addition to the findings set forth in Section 1 hereof, this Board of Trustees further finds in relation to the 

amendment to a special use permit in the BIZ General Business District for Pro-Tyme Billiards, an existing 
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recreational facility in an existing building, as follows:

(a)  The Subject Property is located at 15605 South 94th Avenue, in the Village of Orland Park, in Cook 

County, Illinois.  The Petitioner, Pro-Tyme Billiards, is seeking to amend the existing special use permit for 

an indoor recreational facility to add a restaurant and a beer and wine liquor license.  Recreational facilities 

are a Major Special Use in the BIZ General Business District, as are restaurants when they are within 300 

feet of a residential parcel.  The Petitioner is aware that a liquor license application is needed for liquor 

service.

(b)  The facility occupies a 13,000 sq. ft. portion of an existing 40,000 sq. ft. building on a 3.11-acre 

parcel.  The facility will remain basically unchanged with twenty (20) billiard tables and one hundred six 

(106) seats for players and spectators.  An area near the northwest corner of the facility will have the tables 

and chairs reorganized to facilitate dining.  The Petitioner wants to expand the current pre-packaged food 

and non-alcoholic drinks menu to include salads, sandwiches and other food items prepared on site.  

Petitioner also plans to apply for a beer and wine only liquor license.

(c)  The facility was granted a special use permit for a recreational use in the BIZ District by Ordinance No. 

3112, but that permit specified that only pre-packaged food and non-alcoholic beverages would be served.  

Hence this application for an amendment.

(d)  At the public hearing, several residents from the townhome area to the east of the Subject Property 

expressed concern about the sale of alcoholic beverages, speeding cars at night along the service driveway 

behind the building, unenclosed dumpsters, the lack of adequate screening and general property 

maintenance.  Considerable discussion followed, centering on the dumpster area and property maintenance 

problems.

(e)  Petitioner indicated that he would work with the landlord to improve the entire back area's 

maintenance, and take all steps necessary to be certain his garbage did not cause problems, including but 

not limited to increasing his pick-up times to more than once a week if needed, getting a bigger dumpster 

and building his own enclosure if the landlord does not.

(f)  Because of neighbors' concerns about alcohol service and patron noise at night, the Plan Commission 

considered recommending that the liquor license be granted for six (6) months and its effects evaluated at 

the end of that period.  The Petitioner indicated that liquor sales would stop one hour before closing time.

(g)  The proposed special use as conditioned by this Ordinance will be consistent with the character of the 

immediate vicinity of the Subject Property.  The surrounding property is zoned BIZ to the north and south, 

and contains commercial uses and a Jewel-Osco.  To the west is property zoned COR Mixed Use District, 
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containing a commercial bank.  To the east is property zoned R4 and contains townhomes.  The 

recreational use proposed as conditioned by this Ordinance will be consistent with these surrounding uses 

for the reasons discussed above and below.

(h)  The proposed special use is consistent with the purposes, goals, objectives and standards of the 

Comprehensive Plan, any adopted overlay plan and the Land Development Code of the Village of Orland 

Park.  The Comprehensive Plan designates this site as Regional Intensity Industrial/Distribution.  A 

recreational use like a billiard parlor serving food prepared on site can be appropriate in such an area for 

the reasons discussed above and below. 

(i)  The design of the proposed special use will minimize any adverse effects, including visual impacts, on 

adjacent properties.  The use will be entirely indoors in an existing building, so, except for waste issues as 

discussed above, there should be no visual effect on surrounding property at all.  Parking appears adequate.  

A modification for parking was granted by Ordinance No. 3112, which will remain in effect.   No parking is 

to be allowed behind the building after 5:00 p.m.  The proposed special use, as conditioned by this 

Ordinance, should not have any adverse impact on adjacent properties.       

(j)  The Petitioner has demonstrated that public facilities and services, including but not limited to roadways, 

park facilities, police protection, hospital and medical services, drainage systems, refuse disposal, water and 

sewers, and schools will be capable of serving the special use at an adequate level of service.  The site has 

existing access to both 94th Avenue, a four-lane major collector and to Sunrise Lane, a two-lane local 

street.  The corner of 94th Avenue and Sunrise Lane is signalized.

(k)  The Petitioner has made adequate legal provisions to guarantee the provision and development of any 

open space and other improvements associated with the proposed development.  

(l)  The development will not adversely affect a known archaeological, historical or cultural resource.

(m)  The special use as granted shall in all aspects conform to the applicable regulations of the Land 

Development Code of the Village of Orland Park as amended, for the district in which it is located as well 

as all applicable regulations and ordinances of the Village unless specifically addressed in this or another 

Village Ordinance.  

SECTION 3

An amendment to a special use permit subject to the conditions below for Pro-Tyme Billiards, a 

recreational facility in the BIZ General Business District, located at 15605 South 94th Avenue, is hereby 

granted and issued to permit the serving of food prepared on site, and beer and wine subject to the grant of 
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the necessary liquor license, on property in a commercial center described as follows:

THAT PART OF THE EAST 1/2 OF THE SOUTHWEST 1/4 OF SECTION 15, TOWNSHIP 36 

NORTH, RANGE 12, EAST OF THE THIRD PRINCIPAL MERIDIAN, DESCRIBED AS 

FOLLOWS: BEGINNING AT A POINT ON THE EAST LINE OF 94TH AVENUE 617 FEET 

SOUTH OF THE SOUTHWEST CORNER OF LOT 76 IN ORLAND SQUARE VILLAGE, UNIT 

ONE, RECORDED ON NOVEMBER 27, 1978 AS DOCUMENT NUMBER 24736880; THENCE 

SOUTH 89 DEGREES 50 MINUTES 49 SECONDS EAST FOR A DISTANCE OF 300 FEET TO A 

LINE LYING 350 FEET EAST OF AND PARALLEL TO THE WEST LINE OF THE SAID EAST 

1/2 OF THE SOUTHWEST 1/4 OF SECTION 15; THENCE SOUTH 00 DEGREES 00 MINUTES 18 

SECONDS WEST ALONG THE SAID LINE 350 FEET EAST OF AND PARALLEL TO THE 

WEST LINE OF THE EAST 1/2 OF THE SOUTHWEST 1/4 OF SECTION 15 FOR A DISTANCE 

OF 452.22 FEET TO THE NORTH LINE OF SUNRISE LANE, RECORDED AS DOCUMENT 

NUMBER 25884078; THENCE NORTH 89 DEGREES 38 MINUTES 48 SECONDS WEST 

ALONG THE SAID NORTH LINE OF SUNRISE LANE FOR A DISTANCE OF 300 FEET TO THE 

SAID EAST LINE OF 94TH AVENUE; THENCE NORTH 00 DEGREES 00 MINUTES 18 

SECONDS EAST ALONG THE SAID EAST LINE OF 94TH AVENUE FOR A DISTANCE OF 

451.81 FEET TO THE POINT OF BEGINNING, ALL IN COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS.

This special use permit amendment is subject to the following conditions:

1.  That the Village continues to work with the property owner of the overall commercial-retail property to 

address compatibility/maintenance issues with the adjacent residential area to the east, and fulfill the 

following conditions:  (a) That signs stating "No Parking After 5:00 p.m." be installed behind the facility; (b) 

That two landscape islands for traffic-calming be installed within six (6) months of Board approval; and (c) 

That padlocks be added to garbage enclosures.

2.  That Petitioner obtains approval of a liquor license from the Village, that the liquor license, if approved, 

be issued for a six (6) month probation period after which, if no problem occurs, it be allowed to become a 

permanent use, and that the Petitioner be required to stop liquor sales one hour before closing;

3.  That a trash enclosure for the proposed use that is capable of handling and suppressing food odors is 

built at the cost of the landlord and/or the tenant, and that garbage pick up be increased; and;

4.  That Building Code related items are met.  

SECTION 4
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The Petitioner hereunder shall at all times comply with the terms and conditions of the special use permit 

and in the event of non-compliance, said permit shall be subject to revocation by appropriate legal 

proceedings.

SECTION 5

The zoning map of the Village of Orland Park, Cook and Will Counties, Illinois, be amended so as to be in 

conformance with the granting of the special use permit as aforesaid.

SECTION 6

This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and approval as required by law.
